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future and our redemption. We can also 
anticipate our future with joy as we look 
to what Father God has planned for us!  
 
SORROW SHALL PASS 
We all go through trials in life that try to 
steal our joy. The Apostle Paul said that 
“our light affliction, which is but for a 
moment, is working for us a far more       
exceeding and eternal weight of glory” (2  
Corinthians 4:17 NKJV). God is at work in 
us, even through our difficulties. That’s a 
reason to rejoice! The psalmist encourages 
us that “weeping may endure for a 
night , but joy comes in the             
morning” (Psalm 30:1-5 NKJV). God   
doesn’t want us to stay in sadness and   
depression. Mourning should have an      
expiration date! Let’s look at the following 
example. The prophet Samuel was    
mourning because he had installed Saul as 
King of Israel, but Saul’s disobedience    
disqualified him. (See 1 Samuel 15:35 KJV) 
Later, God challenged Samuel to stop 
mourning and get on with his assignment. 
“How long will you mourn for Saul,    
seeing I have rejected him from reigning over 
Israel? Fill your horn with oil, and go;” (I 
Samuel 16:1) God reminded Samuel of his 
mission and his purpose. He needed to 
anoint David as the next king. It’s not 
God’s will for us to stay stuck mourning 
over our losses. We need to make a      
decision to choose joy and move forward 
in the plan of God. 
 
PUT ON JOY 
Just like you can decide what to wear     
everyday, you can decide to put on joy. God 
promises to give His people, “the  garment 
of praise for the spirit of heaviness” (Isaiah 
61:3 NKJV). The psalmist says, “you have 
taken away my clothes of mourning and 
clothed me with joy” (Psalm 30:11 NLT).       

THE POWER  
OF JOY 

“Do not sorrow for the joy of the Lord is 
your strength.”  Nehemiah 8:10 NKJV 

 
These words from the book of Nehemiah 
were spoken to the people of Israel who 
had returned to their homeland after years 
of captivity. After realizing how far they had 
wandered from God’s ways, they were sad 
and mournful. Nehemiah encouraged them 
to stop mourning and start rejoicing!  
 
JOY IS GOOD MEDICINE 
Joy is a force. When we rejoice, it gives us 
strength. Rejoicing helps us experience a 
little bit of heaven on earth. Joy is like   
tasting our future! Proverbs 17:22 tells us, 
“a cheerful heart is good medicine, but a 
broken spirit saps a person’s strength” (NLT). 
Sorrow is the opposite of joy. It brings 
weakness to our lives. It drains our 
strength and can put us in a state of       
depression. Romans 8:6 tells us that if we 
let our sinful nature control our mind, it 
leads to death. “But letting the Spirit control 
your mind leads to life and peace.” (NLT) Joy 
isn’t dependent on feelings, circumstances 
or events. Joy comes from within. It is a 
product of our faith. As we focus on Jesus 
and believe His promises, we can            
experience a continual feast of joy. 
 
CHOOSE JOY 
Jesus commanded his disciples to be joyful. 
“These things I have spoken unto you, that in 
me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall 
have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I 
have overcome the world” (John 16:33 KJV). 
“Good cheer” sounds like joy, doesn’t it? 
Joy is a choice you must make every day. 
Even in a trial, you can choose to rejoice. 
Jesus demonstrated this to us. He endured 
the shame and pain of the cross because of 
“the joy that was set before 
Him” (Hebrews 12:2 NKJV). Jesus saw His     
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Whoever calls on the 
name of the Lord  

shall be saved. 
Romans 10:13
